Sarah Young met with Dave Chesterman his staff, Terry Neudorf and Al Gurvich along with Alice Ringer to coordinate upcoming activities related to the WMI and to the Stewardship Planning process.

 

Follow-up Action Items

 A.     Participation in WMI’s Watershed Assessment and Monitoring Subgroup (WAMS)
a.       Sarah informed Dave about the absence of District staff participation (since Laura Young’s transfer) and the need to contribute to bringing the focus and direction needed for this group to help address District interests in watershed assessments, monitoring work. Dave acknowledged that District Urban Runoff Program staff (Roger Narsim’s Unit) need to exert its influence over bringing WAMS focus their resources and energy on tasks directly related to only the following: WMI Work Plan, SCVURPPP, or Water Resources Protection Collaborative
b.      Dave Chesterman will assign his staff to attend future WAMS meetings, including the next one which is scheduled for May 18, from 11 AM to 2 PM, at the San Jose POTW (on 700 Los Esteros Blvd).
 

B.     Participation in WMI’s Land Use Subgroup (LUS)
a.       Sarah informed Dave about the District’s absence in this group since Bill Springer got reassigned. Most of the work items come from SCVURPPP. Dave stated that since he is the Management Committee Chair, his District Urban Runoff Program staff (Roger Narsim’s group) needs to be on top of the ongoing and developing discussion on potential future tasks for LUS as they develop tasks in support of the SCVURPPP. 
 

C.     WMI Core Group
· Dave Chesterman requested Alice Ringer (the WMI Coordinator) to add his and Roger Narsim’s names to the WMI Core Group email distribution list. Terry Neudorf, who is already on the list, will be screening the materials to bring to Dave and Al’s attention. 

 
D.    Stewardship Planning
a. The consultants have been given the go-ahead on the coarse-scale analysis.  

b. For the decision on which reaches to select for further (fine-scale) analysis, it was suggested that the Guadalupe Watershed Integration Group play a key role in creek selection.

c. Terry Neudorf will provide Sarah by May 12 with the reasons/creek selection criteria. Sarah suggested him to review TM#4 work so far. After reviewing that work, Co-chairs of the stakeholder group (Sarah Young and Luisa Valiela) will work with appropriate parties to frame a coordinated process from GWIWG and the SPW for creek selection.

d. Data collection is underway.  The consultants will look at the latest Stream Studies Inventory (SSI), but they need further data.  Terry will give Sarah by May 14 a list of Guadalupe data documents that are not already on the SSI, and will also give Sarah the “GEMS” CD.

e. A meeting will be scheduled for consultant team to meet with Terry to:

· identify from the various lists of data and documents which ones are most pertinent or useful for the coarse-scale analysis; 

· a sense of key issues from District staff’s perspectives; and 

· get some ideas about potential locations for field reconnaissance work to be conducted by the project team.
