Add after “…mouths”, ”pilot work to investigate areas with elevated PCBs in storm drain sediments, and initial identification and evaluation of control measures.”

In the paragraph, “Dioxins and Furans…”, end of third sentence, add “ and degrade very slowly in the natural environment”.  At the end of the fourth sentence, add “and diesel fuel.  Garbage burning and medical waste incineration have been major sources of dioxin emissions in other parts of the U.S.  While these activities are no longer practiced in the Bay area, they may have contributed to dioxin in Bay sediments and on-land sediment reservoirs.”

Replace with “SCVURPPP recently reviewed data on methods used to characterize dioxins in storm water runoff and surface waters and concentrations typically found in the Bay Area and other areas (October 1, 2002). SCVURPPP is currently collaborating with other Bay Area storm water management agencies to develop a “synthesis” document that will summarize the current state of knowledge regarding dioxins in stormwater runoff”.
